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Classroom TV
Operating Buttons

1. Display

This button is intended to
display fine tuning options but
is not usable on all Channel One
provided TVs.

2. Status
Press this button to display the
channel number. (Please note
that the channel resets to
channel 2 if the TV has been
unplugged or a power outage
has occurred.)

3. Channel down
Press this button to switch to
lower channels.

4. Channel up
Press this button to switch to
higher channels.

5. "-," Volume down
Press this button to lower the
volume. If you have just chosen
an option in “display,” this
button moves the tuning to the
left of center. (It is generally
best to set the tuning near the
center.)
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6. "+," Volume up

Press this button to raise the volume. (Please note that
the volume resets to zero if the TV has been unplugged or
a power outage has occurred.) If you have just chosen an
option in “display,” press this button to move the tuning
to the right of center.

7. Power
Press this button to turn the
